Trinity Lutheran Church ended up with positive income of $13,382! This is a major step towards fin
health after eight years of deficit spending. This happened in one of the most difficult economic yes
countrydés history and is the result of the ¢
budget that includes giving of $152,000. It is extremely important that this congregation continue to
within its means and be vigilant, not only in its expenses, but also in its giving.

I n addition, Trinityés application to the EL
the boiler replacement was approved. Trinity applied for a $55,000, 5 year loan. The MIF approved
of $59,000 for 10 years at an annual interest rate of 6.87% for the first five years. In year six the int
rate will adjust to the current rate at that time.

It is very important that congregation commit to paying this loan off in five years for several reasons
The capital campaign is in place for only five years. This means there is no guarantee that there wi
funds committed to pay after that point in time. 2) Interest rates are at historically low rates, and it i
reasonable to assume that the interest rate in 2015 could well be much higher. 3) No matter what,

interest paid over ten years would be much greater than over fivel yaadshose additional funds coulg
be used to much better use at Trinity! 4) Once Trinity pays off this loan in five years, the congregat
would be in a strong position to consider an MIF loan for other major projects such as stabilizing an
cleaning the stained glass windows.
